offer free spay and neuter services. 
There are places on Roatán to 

see mainland Honduran exotic ani-
mals: sloths, toucans and jaguars. A 
recent invasive arrival to the island, 
a Central American Woolly Opos-
sum, has been decimating the is-
land iguana and agouti populations. 

Importing a pet to Roa-
tán isn’t difficult. It requires that 
the animal have all its shots up to 
date and be examined upon ar-
rival by a licensed veterinarian.

Goats near Tres Flores Ridge. he island is a great place to 
pursue one’s artistic side. 
The luscious green of the 
vegetation, turquoise wa-
ter, the chirping of the par-

rots and clicking of the geckos and 
the fire red color of the gumbalimba 
bark provide the inspiration for writ-
ers, poets, painters and musicians. 

Roatán has inspired many writ-
ers beginning with Philip Ashton, 
an American who escaped pirates 

on the then uninhabited Roatán. He 
lived on the island for 16 months 
in 1723 and 1724. His memories 
about his solitary survival were 
published in Boston in 1725 un-
der the title “Memorial” – about 
his survival on fruit, crayfish and 
turtles. Ashton was finally rescued 
by the American ship Diamond.

Virginia Castillo, a painter born 
in Coxen Hole, has been painting 
Roatán seascapes and peoples since

Due to transport and storage 
issues gasoline and diesel sold on 
the island can sometime have water 
in it and it is advisable to place an 
extra fuel filter in your car, espe-
cially if it is a diesel. This precau-
tion could save you the expense 
and inconvenience of shipping your 
vehicle to the mainland for repairs.

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T he construction business 
is one of the island’s big-
gest employers and rev-
enue generators. Finding 
a good builder or trades-

man is key to safe and on-budget con-
struction. It’s a good idea to regularly 
check on the construction of your 
project or coordinate an independent 
party to conduct such inspections. 

While masonry construc-
tion is more expensive than 
wood, it requires less mainte-
nance and, if built well, lasts longer. 

Roatán is periodically affected 
by hurricanes. In 1998, a category 5 
Hurricane (Mitch) blew over Gua-
naja for 48 hours and caused extensive 
damage to the north eastern side of 
Roatán. It’s important that all 
Roatán constructions be 
built to hurricane standards.

It’s wise to scrutinize build-

ers before giving a contract. Ask and 
check references from previous jobs 
your potential contractor has com-
pleted. Check the quality of work 
done by contractor on prior projects. 

It’s a good idea to get a law-
yer to write up a contract before 
major construction. Setting spe-
cific goals before releasing subse-
quent funds to builders is a must. 

Have realistic expectations as 
smaller contractors can’t always handle 
bigger, more complex projects. While 
Roatán is teeming with construction 
sites, most workers are unskilled, and 
many have not practiced their trade on 
the island very long. The builders with 
the most experience on the island are 
usually the better choice. The good 
builders are more expensive and in high 
demand, and while price usually deter-
mines quality, it doesn’t assure you will 
receive everything as you expected.

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he best way to stay safe on 
Roatán is to take precau-
tions, to anticipate dan-
gerous and unsafe circum-
stances, and avoid them. 

If something does happen 
there are several medical centers 
on the island able to provide basic 
emergency services. The island’s 
public and private hospitals have 
24-hour emergency departments, 
and medical evacuations flight are 
available from different companies. 

There are low cost govern-
ment clinics in the larger localities 
around the island as well as several 
donation-only clinics, some staffed 
with US trained medical staff. 

Driving long distances on 
scooters is not advised as Roatán 
roads are often dotted with de-
bris and potholes. Keeping bal-
ance on tight curves and in traffic 
is a challenge for any two-wheeler. 

If you plan to hike in unpopu-
lated areas, ask around to be sure 
that it is safe to do so. Take care 
when snorkeling where there is 
high boat traffic, especially in Sandy 
Bay, West End and West Bay. Boats.

oatán has come a long 
way since Banco Atlán-
tida opened its office 
in 1980s. Before then, 
several island fami-

lies such as the Warrens and Coo-
pers even issued their own tokens 
to pay workers and allow them 
to purchase goods at local stores. 

Seven different banks have of-
fices in Coxen Hole, French Har-
bour and Los Fuertes. Banks get full 
of customers right after the 1st or 
15th of the month when employ-
ees come to cash in their checks. 

Setting up a business or a cor-
poration isn’t difficult. It’s best to 
consult one of many island legal of-
fices specializing in corporate law. 
The process requires registering the 
business with ZAR in La Ceiba or 
Tegucigalpa and setting up on-line 

The receipts are printed in 
commercial printers on the main-
land or can be printed at the 
place of business. Western Union 
has several offices on the island.

With dozens of ATMs through 
the island, is wise to beware of 
skimming devices installed on 
them, especially in the less super-
vised, more touristy places. It’s 
advisable to use ATMs at banks, 
inside gasoline stations or at El-
don’s Supermarket where there is 
always a security person present.

Marcel, barracuda, yellow 

fin tuna, blue marlin, white marlin and 
sail fish. No fishing license is required 
for deep sea or shoreline fishing. 

Roatán’s best spots for fly fishing 
can be found on the island’s north shore, 
in Port Royal and Flowers Bay. Schools 
of bonefish: Permit, Tarpan, and 
Double-digit Bonefish are plentiful. 

You can have a local take you out 
on his 12 foot panga or hire a 46-foot 
Hatteras yacht with the newest bells and 
whistles for a three day fishing adven-
ture in Guanaja and Cayos Cochinos. 

The weather can change quickly, 
the eastern current and northern 
wind can wreak havoc quickly. Some 
fishermen are found floating hundreds 
of miles west or on cays off the coast 
of Belize. Make sure your captain has 
floatation devices, radio, and plenty of 
water if you are venturing off shore. 

Honduras’ biggest tournament 
attracts anglers from as far as Belize, 
Costa Rica and Cayman Islands. The 
catch and release tournament is gaining 
notoriety through Central America.

Currently Honduran president 
Juan Orlando Hernández is repre-
sented by the Bay Islands Governor – 
Dino Silvestri who resides on Roatán. 

There is now several foreign 
government liaison and represen-
tatives on Roatán. Also different 
US and Canadian wardens who as-
sist their compatriots in cases of 
emergencies. The American em-
bassy consul visits the island twice a 
year to help with passport renewal 
and to discuss security matters.

grows so does the as-
sortment of public and 
private health facilities. 
The first health pro-

fessional on the island was Dr. Polo 
Galindo who tended to the islanders 
from 1940s until 1995. He would 
travel by horseback and dory mak-
ing house calls and delivering babies. 
He trained for 13 years as a general 
hospital assistant on the mainland 
and even though he was not licensed 
as a doctor, he was considered by 
islanders Dr. Polo Galindo. After 
51 years of practicing on the island 
he treated his last patient in 1995. 

In 1980s Roatán Hospital in 
Coxen Hole opened its doors and 
a new government hospital is un-
der construction in Dixon Cove. 

With many government clinics 
through the larger communities 
across the island. They attend to 
patients from 7am till about noon.

Many Honduran doctors re-
ceive patients at the public hospital 
in the mornings and in the after-
noon tend to their private practice. 
Prices vary drastically and same 
procedure that costs just a few Lem-
piras at public hospital, costs thou-
sands at one of the private clinics. 

Some clinics have specialists 
coming to the island on monthly 
basis. There are dermatologists, psy-
chiatrists, cardiologists, you name 
it. If you are willing to wait you can 
see your specialist on the island.

There are volunteer health 
and dental clinics that come 
to the island on yearly basis.

nies offer basic services needed to 
upkeep and rent one’s island home. 
The competition between rental 
management companies is fierce, 
so it’s worth shopping around.

As fresh water on the island 
is becoming scarcer due to deple-
tion of the aquifer, it is advisable to 
equip your home with rain water 
catch system. In case your cistern 
runs dry you can call Roatán wa-
ter delivery trucks to your home. 

Many bigger island homes 
will have quarters for a watch-
man who also does property main-
tenance and gardening. A large

number of security companies of-
fer watchmen that can work over-
looking your home or business. 

One of the challenges of living 
in the tropics is the constant pres-
ence of insects and other animals. 
Water cisterns should be regularly 
inspected for frogs and mosquitoes 
and water treated to avoid health 
problems. Wooden, but also con-
crete homes can become infested 
with termites: the black ones that 
are a nuisance, and smaller, white 
“powder posttermites” are much 
more of a problem to get rid of.

Sometimes bees will choose 
to make hives inside habitable 
structures and inside trees adja-
cent to them. Fortunately locals 
offer services of removing bees 
free of charge as they sell the wild 
honey harvested in the process.

Real estate boom has continued on the island in 2022 and 2023

P urchasing properties on 
the island has gotten in-
creasingly less complicat-
ed. Since 1991 a foreigner 
can purchase a property of 

3,000 square meters (.74 Acres) on 
Roatán. Larger properties require 
setting up of a Honduran Corpora-
tion with the foreigner being des-
ignated as an administrator. Setting 
up of a corporation with an attorney 
takes several weeks and requires a 
Honduran national to be a partner. 

An attorney should be hired 
to obtain and scrutinize prop-
erty title and do a title searches, 
perhaps redo a land survey, and 
progress towards ‘closing’. At the 
‘closing’ where seller and buyer 
sign the notary protocol complet-
ing the transaction is completed.

Roatán has many real estate of-
fices with agents and their typical 
commission is 10%. After locating 
the property you’d like to purchase 
you prepare a ‘Purchase Agreement’ 
outlining the price, timeline, and 
purchase details thus making an ‘Of-
fer to Purchase’.  After acceptance 
of the offer a deposit (usually 10%) 
is made. The transaction usually 
closes within 30 to 45 days. 	

The property buyer should make 
sure all the property taxes, electric 
bills and phone bills are paid up. The 
property could also have outstand-
ing bills for water and gas. There is a 
fee for changing Municipal Cadastral 
Number to your name.  You must 
bring the property deed (Escritura 
Pública) in your name to make the 
change. The Municipality charges 
Lps. 1,000 to make the change 
for properties under $100,000.

If you are buying a home in a 
gated community expect a monthly 
HOA fee between $100 and $350. 
These payments should cover se-
curity, garbage removal, land-
scape maintenance, road upkeep.

1968, many things have 
changed. There are vari-
ous ways of getting about 

the island. The most economical 
way of traveling is on the privately-
operated minibus service. You can 
also rely on “colectivo” taxi service 
that will take up to four passengers 
and is usually around Lps. 50 for a 
town to town service. The price of 
individual taxis should be agreed 
upon before you begin your journey.

There are ten international air-

lines that land at the Juan Manuel 
Galvez International Airport and 
during winter several more charter 
airlines offer direct flights between 
Roatán and five Canadian cities. 
A 40 minute flight on a nation-
al airline to San Pedro Sula of-
fers options to travel to US 
and Europe at lower prices. 

The catamaran ferry services to 
Roatán have been improving and ex-
panding. The twice-a-day 1.5-hour 
catamaran service between Dixon 
Cove and La Ceiba is the most of-
ten utilized option for travelers.

tions on Roatán lie beneath 
the surface of water that 
surrounds the island. Recre-
ational diving began on the 

island in the 1960s when US soldiers 
on leave would spend their vacations on 
the then unspoiled reefs of the island. 

There are dozens named and 
marked dive sites around Roatán. 
Most island’s dive shops are located on 
the west end of the island, but the east 
end offers less frequented and pris-
tine sites full of coral and aquatic life.

Two free diving schools oper-
ate on Roatán, and nearby Utila 
is home to the biggest free diving 
school in the Caribbean. Since 2013, 
the Caribbean free diving cup com-
petition has been held in West Bay 
in the month of May. It’s a great op-
portunity to cheer divers descend-
ing to 100 meters on a single breath.
